I met up with an old friend and backpacked
through Vietnam, Cambodia and Thailand for about a month before coming back to New York
for the holidays.

Come Spring I will be working for this company in
Tokyo called Pasona. Pasona is a Human Resources
and Consulting firm that is originally a Japanese
company but has many branches internationally. My
responsibilities include heading up projects meant to
help other foreigners, specifically JET alumni, former
study abroad students and other people with interest or
experience in Japan, helping them find other jobs in
Japan. Japanese companies are famous for taking care
{ of their employees very well and | guess Pasona is no
exception. | will be living in a company dormitory
when | start working there. Although moving into a
dorm sounds like a step backwards, it is essentially just
an apartment building that is owned by the company so
the rent is heavily subsidized. At a rent of approx. 150
US dollars per month including utilities it was hard for
me to refuse considering the cost of living in Tokyo.
As | have not yet started working, | have yet to find out
the specifics of the position but I will be sure to keep
you posted as things develop. Perhaps once | get
settled I will be able to give advice or direction to
students looking for work in Japan so please feel free
to put me in touch with anyone who you think might be interested.
